Marinas & Yacht Clubs

\Tf Denarau Marina (17°46.18 S 177°22.56 E)

Located on Denarau Island, this fast developing
marina complex is the center of yachting in Fiji.
The marina is accessed through a well-marked
channel that has 3.5m MLWS. The basin contains
60 fully serviced berths including 4 capable

of taking 65-meter yachts and is dredged to a
depth 5m MLWS. The complex contains a 50
tonne travel lift, hard stand area for 20 yachts
and marine workshops. Denarau Marina is by
far Fiji's newest haul out facility and provides the
latest up to date equipment.

The Denarau Marina complex is part of the
Denarau Island development that contains 7
high end hotels and 500 private villas all set on
canals and beaches and surrounded by tropical
landscaped gardens. There is an international
18-hole golf course, tennis courts, a variety of
restaurants, a bank and helipad. Denarau Island
is connected to the main island of Viti Levu by
bridge and is 20 minutes from Nadi international
airport and 10 minutes from Nadi town.

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\Tf Vuda Point Marina (7:41's 177°23')

The marina is located inland at the outer most
end of Vuda Point between Nadi and Lautoka
on the west coast of Viti Levu. The marina is
entered via a 25-meter wide channel clearly
marked with arrows and beacons in the day and
green upper and lower leading lights for entry
at night. The marina and basin were constructed
to a depth of 2.5 meters at zero tide and has

a capacity for 120 boats with ramp ways for
smaller boats. The complex operates a 63-tonne
travel lift and cradles (or our famous “grave
yard" berths) available for 30 boats in the hard-
standing area.

The First Landing, an adjacent resort complex,
has full bar and restaurant facilities and rental
cottages available at special rates for cruisers
wanting a break during a haul out or when
maintenance projects are underway.

Entering & Departing Fiji

Port Control. Before entering or departing

a port of clearance, all vessels are required to
communicate with Port Control on VHF channel
16 to request permission to enter / depart

the port, and to obtain information on vessel
movements in the harbour. On entering the port,
proceed directly to the designated quarantine
area indicated on your chart. Fly the international
yellow "Q” flag (requesting pratique) and await
instructions or arrival of the authorities. Apart
from Health, Customs, Immigration or Quarantine
Officers, no one should be allowed to board the
vessel, nor any person or article leave the vessel
until clearance is granted. You may be instructed
to provide dingy transportation for the authorities
or be instructed to come alongside a wharf.

Port Fees. The Fiji Ports Corporation Limited
(better known as Fiji Ports) levies a fee for yachts
entering and anchoring in the ports of Suva,
Lautoka and Levuka. Contact Port Control on
channel 16 on arrival to confirm port fees which
are payable to the Fiji Ports. Note: Suva and
Lautoka port controls stand a 24hr radio watch.
Levuka is daytime only, and in Savusavu contact
the Copra Shed Marina on VHF 16.

Pratique (Health) — On Arrival
The Health Officer will be the first official to clear

the vessel. You will be instructed to await the
arrival of the health boat or to proceed directly
to the Wharf and wait there. The Department
of Health have levied a F$37.12 fee for this
clearance which must be paid at the Divisional
Medical Officer’s office.

Note. Yachts must obtain a “certificate of Pratique”
or Health Clearance from Port health Quarantine
before proceeding to the Royal Suva Yacht Club.

Malarious Area. Vessels arriving from a
Malarious area (see page 32) within fifty days
preceding the date of arrival in Fiji must notify the
Port Health Quarantine Officer. Upon arrival the
yacht is required to proceed to the Quarantine
anchorage and await the officer for necessary
clearance. The malarial spraying and inspection
feeis $33.75

Quarantine. On arrival, inform all authorities of
any prohibited items on board (see page 32)
otherwise, Customs will notify Quarantine if an
inspection is deemed necessary.

Customs - On Arrival. After clearance by
Health/Pratique, the Customs Officer will process
you through the customs declaration including
your yacht's intentions and stores held aboard

whilst in Fiji waters. You must declare to the
Customs Officer upon arrival if persons on board
your yacht will be departing your yacht either to
fly out of Fiji or join another yacht and if you are
expecting new persons to join your yacht in Fiji.
Ask and clarify any questions with the Customs
Officer at this time.

Immigration — On Arrival. Yachtsmen require
permits from an Immigration Officer before they
can disembark. Immigration will clear all persons
at the yacht and no one is to disembark before
approval to do so is given. Immigration services
are provided free of charge. Vessels will be
charged the immigration officer’s transportation
to and from the wharf on production of a claim
form.

Customs — On Departure. Within 24 hours

of your planned departure from Fiji waters,

you should berth your yacht in a port of entry/
exit. Pay your port fees at the port office and
proceed to the Customs Office to complete
Customs clearance out formalities. You will need
your inbound clearance papers, crew details,
the details of your vessel and next port of call.
If firearms, ammunition or other weaponry are
to be returned to your yacht at final departure
for another overseas port, you must also make
arrangements with the Police to have your
property returned from the armoury and placed
back on board your yacht.

Immigration — On Departure. Immigration is
the final authority to clear the yacht out of Fijian
waters. An appointment should be made in
advance of your departure advising your location
within the harbour you wish to clear from - it is
not essential to clear out from the main wharf

as it is on arrival. Complete all business ashore
prior to this clearance as Immigration will expect
immediate harbour departure once processed.

You are required to sail from Fiji waters within

24 hours. If you are delayed beyond this time,
contact the same Customs office immediately

and record in the Log Book showing cause for
failure to depart. The Custom clearance shall be
deemed invalid/cancelled and the master of the
vessel shall be guilty of an offence if the yacht
does not depart Fiji Waters within 24hrs of issuing
clearance. The penalty is a fine of FJ$20,000 or

2 years imprisonment or both and the yacht shall
not be issued with another clearance until the fine
has been paid in full.

When clearing in or out of the smaller ports of
Levuka and Savusavu, contact authorities prior

to arrival or departure notifying them of your
intentions. With such small government personnel,
officers are often occupied with other tasks and
the clearance process can be delayed. Fly the
international "Q” flag and let it be known you are
there. Do not leave the boat nor let anything or
any person off.




Customs

Duty. Visiting yachts may enter and can be kept
temporarily in Fiji without payment of customs
dues, provided:

e the yacht is the sole property of the
bona fide tourist;

e the yacht is on a bona fide cruise or
participating in a yacht race; and the
yacht shall remain in Fiji for a period not
exceeding 18 months after its arrival.

N.B. There are No Customs Extentions

given at the end of the 18 month period.

Your yacht will become subject to full duty

and Customs enforcement actions if:

e itis put to commercial use or for other
consideration while in Fiji waters (e.g.
commercial charters, hired or leased etc)

e the owner is associated in any way with any
entity in Fiji as an employer or employee,
either upon arrival or subsequently; and

e the yacht is not exported within 18 months
of the date of the yachts arrival in Fiji.

Personal Allowances. Upon arrival you will be
allowed "landing passengers allowances"2.25
Litres Spirits or 4.5 Litres Wine or 4.5 Litres

Beer per adult and 250g Cigarettes or 250g
Tobacco or 250g cigars for each adult over 17
years of age. All spirituous beverages in excess of
allowance on arrival will have to pay duty. Sealing
of stores on board the yacht is not permitted.

Yacht Equipment. All equipment on board

or imported for the boat shall be kept "duty
free” provided such goods depart the country
with the boat. All such equipment is considered
to be aboard "yachts in transit”. If you are in
possession of firearms and ammunitions, you
must surrender them to the Customs Officer
who clears your yacht. If for any reason you are
expecting emergency parts for your yacht or

its communications system, you must contact
the Customs Officer immediately and reach
arrangements to have those parts delivered to
your yacht as “under bond! You will be required
to facilitate transport for the Customs Officer
to the place of collection, accompany that
placement on board your yacht and transport
back to the Customs Office. In addition you are
required to keep record of any such delivery
made to your yacht.

Note. As with most countries, Fiji is taking a very
hard line attitude to persons or yachts found with
drugs, dangerous weapons, pornographic material
or other prohibited items. If you have any doubts
as to the legality of items aboard, you are strongly
advised to contact the relevant authorities prior
to your arrival in Fiji.

Immigration

Notification of a vessels arrival and its need to
clear Immigration should be relayed through the
harbour’s Port Control.

The Immigration officers will need to sight your
last port clearance and crew list, every person
aboard with their passport and all crew /guests
will have to fill out a passenger arrival card.

Upon completion of these formalities all crew/
guests will be issued with a tourist entry visa

and given permission to land. Part of the blue
arrival card is detached (the ‘B’ portion) and is be
retained in the passport of each crew member or
guest. Take care not to loose this (B' portion) as
is a requirement to hand this back to immigration
when departing.

When your vessel departs Fiji, the arrival Crew list
will need to be produced to ensure that all crew

who have arrived on the yacht are now departing.

Exemptions are those who were officially signed
off / on by the Immigration Officer.

On departure, the captain of the yacht will be
required to complete the departure statement.
In addition, he/she will be required to supply the
following documents:

e The blue 'B' portion of the arrival cards
retained in each passport;

e Arrival Statement by master / owner; and

¢ Cruising Permit (where applicable).

Crew signing on / off.

Crew signing off a yacht should produce a
return ticket to his / her country of nationality or
permanent residence. It is the owner or captain's
responsibility to ensure that all crew who sign
on or off should first obtain the approval of an
Immigration Officer.

Crew signing on a yacht that are flying into Fiji on
a one way ticket will need a letter of approval
from the Fiji Immigration Department authorising
the crew member to join the yacht and enter

Fiji on a one way ticket. This letter will need to
be sent to the crew member prior to their flight
departure.

Note. The airlines will refuse to carry crew
members on a one way ticket without a letter
of authority.

Immigration Extensions

On arrival, a four month visitor's permit is issued
and a further two months extension may be
granted on application with a fee of $93.00

Quarantine

Overseas yachts are requested to declare on
arrival the following:

e Foods (tinned / packed), including meat,
sausages, salami, ham, poultry, eggs, milk,
butter, cheese, honey etc.

e Plants or parts of plants (live or dead)
including vegetables, fruits, nuts, seeds,
bulbs, flowers (fresh or dry), mushrooms,
straw, bamboo or any other articles made
of plant materials.

o Animal products including feathers,
fur / skin, shells, hatching eggs.

o Animals, reptiles, fish, birds (or parts
thereof), alive or dead, stuffed or mounted.

e Soil or equipment used with animals of any
kind, or that has come in contact with soil.

e Biological specimens including vaccine
cultures, blood or any other biological
specimen.

o Domesticated pets to be bonded and kept
on board the vessel at all times. (cats /
dogs / birds) etc.

Many of the above items will not be permitted to
be kept aboard the yacht for the duration of the
visit in Fiji. Garbage may also contain restricted
items and should not be discharged without the
permission of the Agricultural Quarantine Officer.

What is allowed to stay aboard is at the discretion
of the Agricultural Quarantine Officer at the time
of quarantine inspection.

Malarious Area

The following ports or places have been
identified as a Malarious Area;

o The New Hebrides,

Solomon Islands

New Guinea,

Australia - north of the latitude of Brisbane,
Panama Canal,

The West Indies,

Asia or, any port or place in which

malarial carrying mosquitoes are present

If your yacht has left or called at any of these
areas within fifty days preceding the date of
arrival in the republic of Fiji Islands you will be
subject to on arrival separate boarding by Port
Health Quarantine Officer and malarial spraying
and inspection fees. The other Border Control
Agencies will be permitted to board later.

Visiting Fiji's Outer Islands

Cruising Permits

To visit any port, island or anchorage outside of
Suva, Lautoka, Levuka or Savusavu, you will need
domestic clearance from Customs and have a
cruising permit. Cruising Permits can be obtained
through yacht agents, marinas or directly from
Ministry of Fijian Affairs at the NLTB building,
Suva Ph 330 4200 Fax 330 5115.

Cruising permits don't cover the Lau Group and
if you wish to visit the Lau group, we advise you
to consult with a yacht agent to get the latest
information.

Outer Island Culture

The way of life in the outer islands is still very
much traditional. You will see obvious signs of
adherence to traditions in dress, architecture and
culture. Christianity is strongly evident. The two
most prominent denominations are the Methodist
(Wesleyan) and Roman Catholic. Non-believers
are virtually non-existent as few will ever admit to
being so.

Sevusevu (Welcome Ceremony)

The Sevusevu ceremony plays an important role
in Fijian culture. Casual visits between friends in
Fiji are usually accompanied by the offering of
gifts, particularly yagona (kava). This is why you
see so many ‘pyramids’ of kava on display in the
markets. These pyramids are for presentation at
formal Sevusevu ceremonies.

Fijians are known as the friendliest people in

the world. Your respect for their customs and
traditions will not only make you a welcome guest
in their villages and homes, but add another
dimension to your Fijian experience. For a visiting
yacht, when you arrive at an anchorage it is
important to go ashore to the village and do the
Sevusevu ceremony before engaging in any other
activity. The villages in Fiji own not only the land
but also the bays, beaches and reefs.

The presentation of about half a kilogramme
of kava root to the chief is the correct way to
commence your visit. At the ceremony you
should inform the chief of all the activities you
intend to undertake both on land and sea.
Visitors are not encouraged to give any other
forms of gifts on a formal occasion except for
kava root, but thank you tokens such as pens,
school books or clothes could be given to
villagers to show your appreciation of their
hospitality. Appropriate dress is very important
in the villages. See the dress section below.

Fishing

Harvesting in the waters around Fiji is strictly
allocated to various villages; it is one of their
most important sources of food. You must
remember that when you are fishing with a hand
line or spear, you are catching fish that villages
identify to be theirs, and the use of fishing
nets is strictly forbidden. If you wish to fish, be
quite clear in requesting permission to do so
and ensure that it is only sufficient for meals,
particularly at anchor. Trawling for fish outside
the reefs while on passage is unlikely to cause
any offence.

Alcohol

The consumption of alcohol in the villages is
discouraged and many villages are ‘dry’ where
alcohol it is not permitted at all. It is therefore
discourteous to your hosts and the village to
offer it even though on occasion some may
request it. You may consider that you have

made a friend in acceding to such a request,
but you will most certainly have offended and
upset the Turaga Ni Koro (village spokesman),
and your presence at anchor in the waters of
the village will no longer be appreciated. Having
initially accepted your sevusevu (presentation
of kava) and welcomed as an honoured guest,
the village will have the greatest difficulty in
informing you that you are no longer welcome.
Fijians by nature are gentle, humble and above
all polite.

Dress

Dress conservatively whenever you are in
proximity to villagers, particularly if invited

into the village or a house. Swimwear and long
trousers or shorts worn by women are not
appropriate. It is appropriate for men to wear
long trousers or a sulu. Items such as rucksacks,
handbags, cameras etc, should be carried in the
hand and not slung over the shoulder. Don't
wear any hats in the village and avoid wearing
sunglasses especially when meeting people.
Footwear is normally taken off at the doorway
when entering a house. Finally, do not overstay
your welcome. Consider how long you would
like to welcome a total stranger on your yacht.
Do not place any burdens upon the villagers.

Remember

your permit and introductory letter asks

the villagers to make your visit ‘pleasant and
memorable’. Consideration to the above will
help ensure it is.
